New Delhi: Delhi High Court has
stayed the suspension of
professor Rasal Singh, principal
of Ramanujan College, in
connection with allegations of
harassment and misconduct
raised by three faculty members.
A single-judge bench of Justice
Sachin Datta observed that
under Prevention of Sexual
Harassment of Wo- men at
Workplace Act, 2013, and
University Grants Com- mission
(Prevention, Prohibition and
Redressal of Sexual Harassment
of Women Employees and
Students in Higher Educational
Institutions) Regulations, 2015,
the matter should have been pla-
ced before the duly constituted
internal complaints com- mittee
of the Delhi University college.
The matter is listed for further
hearing on Oct 15.

Singh  challenged his su-
spension, contending that he
was never granted an
opportunity to be heard. He
claimed that the allegations were
politically motivated, aimed at
de- faming and dislodging him.

Singh had made several re-
presentations, including before the
Prime Minister's Office, seeking
intervention against what he
described as conspiratorial
collusion. He alleged that prior to his
suspension, he was being pressured
to resign or face consequences.

The court held that the committee
constituted by DU and the report
prepared by it was contrary to the
law. The case will be looked into by
the ICC of the college now, it po-
inted out. The judge took note of his
distinguished academic career,
unblemished service records and a
reputation for discharging his duty
with diligence and integrity.

Singh declined to comment on the
merits of the case as the matter is
sub judice. "I place my full faith in
the Indi- an judicial system," he said.

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DU issues new fest SOPS, tightens rules

NEW DELHI: The Delhi University has
issued a detailed advisory to

all its constituent colleges, hos- tels,
centres, and institutions to ensure the
smooth conduct of general attendees,
along with events during the fest
season.

This follows a Delhi Police standard
operating procedure (SOP), issued per
Delhi High Court orders, and the
univer- sity's own 2024 proctor office
advisory on campus security.
According to the advisory, a key
directive requires each cam- pus to
appoint a dedicated liai- son officer
(LO) to coordinate with Delhi Police
for all gather- ings and events in the
North and South Campus areas.
Colleges and hostels may also
designate an event-specific LO, who
"must remain available at all times
dur- ing the event and shall be
responsible for sharing essential
details with the local police"

The advisory mandates detailed social
media notices on event timing, entry
passes, and traffic arrangements.

The circular also mandates adequate
emergency measures, including a first-
aid team, a static ambulance, and fire
safety arrangements.

Separate gates for VIPs and rehearsed
contingency exit routes are also
mandated, offi-cials said.

All institutions must share event details
with the local Sta- tion House Officer at
least 72 hours in advance and deploy
suf- ficient volunteers.

The advisory clarified that "the sole
responsibility for the conduct and
management of events... rests with the
respective college/institution."

This new directive follows past
incidents, including a 2022 gatecrashing
at Miranda House and a 2023 incident
where men scaled the walls of
Indraprastha College for Women,
harassing students and causing injuries,
prompting the university to take
heightened precautionary measures at
the time.
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
